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If No Appeal, Olympic
Terrace Il Is Back on Track

In an order dated March 13, 2006, Visiting Judge Theodore Spearman dismissed a petition filed
in Superior Court by Leslie A. Powers and Rick Rozzell versus Jefferson County and Port
Ludlow Associates (PLA) that had delayed development of the South Bay plat known as
Olympic Terrace II. The Judge’s order affirms decisions of Jefferson County to which the
petition relates, ordering that the Mitigated Determination of Non-Significance (MDNS) must
be accorded “substantial weight” and is not “clearly erroneous” as required for reversal under
State Environmental Protection Act (SEPA).

The order also stated, “the environmental review of the project was not piecemealed and the
County’s decision not to require an (Environmental Impact Statement) EIS was not clearly
erroneous.” Further, the order stated PLA is not obligated to construct resort and recreational
amenities beyond those provided by the Project, nor is it required to provide greater protection
of critical areas other than those required by the Decision.

When asked what PLA will do now, Acting CEO Diana Smeland said, “First we need to wait
for the 30-day appeal period to end. “If no appeal is filed,” she continued, “we will complete the
relocation of a power line on Teal Lake Road. Then the next phase is to install sewer, water,
storm drainage and other infrastructure into the plat. Next we would record the final plat and
start building homes. We also need to develop a new name as this will be a separate Associa-
tion from Olympic Terrace [.”

During the land development process PLA is required to improve Teal Lake Road from Para-
dise Bay Road to Olympic Terrace I by widening the shoulders. “We are hopeful that land
development can be completed in five to seven months,” Smeland said, “so that we could start
building homes later this year. We have a waiting list of 15 to 20 customers who will have first
choice at selecting a lot and home design.”

PLA has developed three new plans for Olympic Terrace II that are more of a Craftsman
design. The plans are still one level with ten-foot ceilings and similar in size to Olympic Terrace
I homes. Most of the lots will have mountain views, with some Golf Course views.

The South Bay Community Association (SBCA) filed an intervention in this Land Use Protec-
tion Act (LUPA) matter stating, “Suspended development of Olympic Terrace II would cause
the SBCA to forfeit approximately $57,000 in annual assessments and imperil expansion of the
South Bay Club.” Tom Stone, President of the SBCA, hearing of the dismissal said, “The South
Bay Community Association wants to see OLY-II come on line. I’m glad that our intervention
in this case helped the judge see that our community supports this development.”

Thanks
to the monthly support we receive from the Ludlow
Maintenance Commission (LMC), South Bay Community
Association (SBCA), Chamber of Commerce, Port
Ludlow Associates (PLA), the Marina, Golf Course, and
revenue from advertising, the Joice covers its monthly
expenses and is slowly building reserves in case of
emergencies. (See Financial Disclaimer on page 39.)

In truth, financial support from the PLVC has been
sporadic at best, despite statements to the contrary in their
annual election materials. Understand the PLVC does not
have any “automatic” revenue stream comparable to the
LMC and SBCA. Any funds they disperse must come
through their fund-raising activities or through charitable
donations. (Itis a 501(c)(3) non-profit corporation.)

The Voice has “supported” the PLVC since its inception.
We’ve provided a dedicated section for its news, provided
a reporter to “cover” meetings and promoted its fund-
raising activities. By far the largest boost to the PLVC
bottom line, about $13,000 over a two-year period, was
generated through an agreement whereby the Joice
advertising staff sold and created artwork for the yellow
pages, and produced the Port Ludlow Directory. The
Voice received compensation from the PLVC for this
project.

As Managing Editor, I certainly support fiscal responsibil-
ity, and acknowledge the PLVC’s desire to protect its
reserves. However, | personally am disappointed by its
refusal to accept any obligation to assist in funding the
Voice, unless we should be in “dire straits.” While the
Voice will continue to print news of importance from the
PLVC that will be dispersed throughout the publication;
we are discontinuing their special dedicated section.

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PSE Management Explains
Power Outage Response

Guest speakers from Puget Sound Energy (PSE) met with
residents at the Beach Club to describe the February
windstorm, the power outage it created, and their re-
sponse to it. Greg Zeller, PSE manager, said that the 70-
mile an hour winds coupled with unstable, rain-soaked soil
caused trees to fall on power lines throughout the
Jefferson and Kitsap Peninsulas. Crews from California
and British Columbia helped local personnel restore
power. Early warning of the storm meant that the crews
were on their way to the affected areas when the storm
hit. In all, 70 crews were involved in the effort.

Zeller said that information provided to the public was
inadequate. In part, communication problems were due to
unpredictable events such as wind waves and equipment
failure. Prediction of power restoration can be difficult
when continued winds keep causing new damage, accord-
ing to Zeller. During the storm, customer reports to the
PSE call center were used to assess damage across the
service territory. Repair time estimates were funneled
through the center from field personnel to customers but
with unavoidable delays. PSE knows it needs to do a
better job of communicating with customers during
emergencies and will work toward that goal with the local
Emergency Response Coordinator.

David Terry, PSE distribution manager, reported that both
distribution and feeder lines were involved in the outage.
He explained the priorities in power restoration that place
residential areas low on the list. According to Terry, a new
substation at Chimacum will back up Port Ludlow’s power
system. Plans to construct that station and, eventually, an
underground feeder at Teal Lake Road are on the drawing
board. Kebeda Jimma, speaking on power transmission,
agreed that the Chimacum substation would help eliminate
future outages. Voluntary public restraint by switching off
major appliances would reduce surge, prevent “cold load
pick-up” problems with the distribution system, and help
maintain restored power.

Although some of the audience praised the response,
others were hostile. They particularly questioned PSE’s
priorities in power restoration. Complaints were that Port
Ludlow, viewed as isolated and remote, was dead last.
PSE had not considered the vulnerable nature of our
population, evaluated the effects of clear-cutting behind

trees lining roads, or invested in underground utility lines.
Many thought that communication from PSE to affected
people was unreliable at best. Residents from Shine were
particularly unhappy with the length of the outage and lack
ofreliable information about return to normalcy.

Plans to minimize further outages include removing
“danger trees” on Beaver Valley Road, doing a post-storm
assessment of at-risk trees along affected circuits feeding
Port Ludlow, and replacing a Paradise Bay Road auto-
matic line switch control to prevent power line problems
there from affecting Port Ludlow residents. In response to
questions about power cost adjustment and rate increases,
representatives said the adjustment allows PSE to recover
increases in costs and return decreases to customers. A
requested 9 percent rate increase is part of a long-term
strategy to keep service reliable, affordable, and environ-
mentally friendly. PSE is seeking a renewal of their
Jefferson County franchise, expiring in July.

One of Bluebills’ supporting roles is the renovation of used
medical equipment such as hospital beds, wheelchairs,
walkers, etc. The equipment is then loaned out at no
charge to County residents. In addition, ECHHO has
other volunteers within our communities who help provide
a wide range of over 30 services in conjunction with its
medical equipment-lending program. These volunteers
provide social support, respite care and much needed
transportation for residents needing to get to medical
appointments or even to the grocery store.

In 2005, ECHHO provided services to 460 people needing
help that were referred by social agencies, medical
professionals and pastors—representing over 3,700 hours
of volunteer time. Also in 20035, it loaned out more than
550 pieces of medical equipment.

ECHHO has a small office in Port Townsend’s First
Presbyterian Church. A part-time staff handles request
calls, equipment distribution and inventory. This responsi-
bility is coordinated with Jefferson Healthcare’s Home
Health and Hospice group. In addition, another group of
Bluebills’ volunteers build or repair wheelchair ramps or
other related projects that support ECHHO’s services.

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Information and
Assistance for Seniors

Our office has been actively involved with screening folks
for the Medicare Part D program. One observation we
have made during these screenings is that many of those
we were helping were unaware of the Medicare Savings
Program. Most Medicare clients have the premium for
Medicare Part B taken out of their Social Security check
every month. Currently that amount is $88. The Medicare
Savings Program pays that premium. Below are the three
levels of the Medicare Savings Program:

* Qualified Medicare Beneficiary (QMB): The client
must be entitled to or enrolled in Medicare Part A.
Income limits are over 100 percent of the Federal
Poverty Level. Under QMB, Washington State’s
Department of Social and Health Services (DSHS)
pays for Medicare Part A, Part B, deductibles, co-
payments as well as Medicare managed care premi-
ums. The single person limit for QMB is $798 and
$1,061 for a couple. There is an asset limit also.

* Special Low-Income Medicare Beneficiary
(SLMB): The client must be eligible for or be enrolled
in Medicare Part A. Income limits are over 100 percent
of the Federal Poverty Level but under 120 percent.
Under SLMB, DSHS pays the client’s Medicare Part B
only. The single person limit for SLMB is $957 and
$1,283.00 for a couple. Asset limits apply.

e Qualified Individual-1 (QI-1): The client must be
eligible for or enrolled in Medicare Part A and not
eligible for any other Medicaid coverage. Income limits
are from 120 percent of the Federal Poverty level to
135 percent. Under Q1-1, DSHS pays the clients
Medicare Part B premium only. The single person limit
for Q1-1is $1,077 and $1,444 for a couple. Asset limits

apply.
Our office can help with applying for these programs and
any other program or services that are helpful to seniors

or their loved ones and caregivers. If you have any
questions, please call us at 385-2552.

Driver Safety Classes

AARP Driver Safety class materials are designed to help
participants understand the effects of aging on driving
skills, discuss compensating behaviors for changing
abilities, and relate the most common types of crashes of
older drivers. Participants are given tools for assessing
driving skills and identifying signs of unsafe driving. Car
insurance companies in Washington State are required to
give an “appropriate” discount on car insurance to drivers
55 years and older who complete a certified Driver Safety
Course. The AARP course is 8-hours divided into two
class sessions. The cost is $10 for materials. There is no
behind-the-wheel instruction. With prior arrangements,
you may take one day of the class at one location and the
second day at a different location.

Conference Center Change in Use

In a letter recently sent to Al Scalf, Director of Jefferson
County’s Department of Community Development, the
Port Ludlow Village Council (PLVC) expressed its belief
that consideration of a change in use of the Port Ludlow
Resort Conference Center requires treatment as a Major
Revision to the Resort Plan. The Conference Center
building is located in the area designated as the Master
Planned Resort (MPR) Resort Complex/Community
Facilities (RC/CF) zone.

The Use Chart for this RC/CF zone, included in the MPR
Ordinance, identifies numerous allowable uses including
hotels, inns, conference center/banquet facility, parks and
trails, recreation centers, marina, restaurant/bar, helipad,
resort-related retail use, library/museum, and other resort-
related uses. The Grace Christian Center, formerly known
as Door of Grace, is presently meeting at the Conference
Center and is seeking the change in use. Churches are not
listed as an allowable use on the Use Chart.

The PLVC believes any changes to the nature or scope of
the Resort resulting in a substantial change, including
changes in use, should be treated as a Major Revision
involving public hearings before a Hearing Examiner.
PLVC President Elizabeth Van Zonnenveld wrote, “We
believe that treating this proposal as less than a Major
Revision would be setting a precedent for future decisions
without public comment and full consideration.”

While no opposition has been heard on use of the facility
by a church, some residents feel they should not be left
out of the decision-making process when it concerns their
community.

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Time To Change Smoke
Detector Batteries

Daylight Saving Time begins on
Sunday, April 2, and while we
are “springing” our clocks
ahead one hour, it is the perfect
time to also check and change
smoke detector batteries.

Studies over the past thirty years have determined that
fires in our homes behave differently than they did in the
1970s, when smoke detectors were first made available to
us as individual consumers. The man-made materials in
our furnishings and the manufactured wood used in the
construction materials of our new homes today burn
differently than solid wood.

In 2004, the National Institute of Standards and Testing
(NIST) developed a study that showed residential fires
burn hotter, faster and more aggressively today than they
did when smoke detectors were first circulated to
homeowners for purchase. The NIST study also revealed
that in newer homes, the time needed to escape a fire has
changed from 15 to 20 minutes down to only 2 to 5
minutes. Two minutes is not very much time to get our
loved ones and our pets to safety!

Here are some more very important safety tips that go
hand-in-hand with checking and changing smoke detector
batteries this month:

* Install smoke detector alarms outside each sleeping
area.

* If bedroom doors are closed while family members
sleep, install a smoke alarm INSIDE the bedroom.

* Install at least one smoke detector on each level of the
home including the basement.

¢ Identify which family members may not be easily
awakened by the smoke alarm sound, such as children,
elderly, and special needs individuals, and be certain to
address this fact in the development and maintenance
of a home fire escape plan.

Always follow the manufacturer’s instructions for
installing smoke alarms.

Test smoke alarms at least once a month.

Hard-wired as well as battery-operated smoke detec-
tors should be replaced every 10 years—Ilike all equip-
ment, smoke detectors have “lifetimes.” If your
detector’s casing is discolored, it is probably a good idea
to replace the whole unit.

Community Resources

According to a recent AARP survey, 83 percent of elderly
Americans want to stay in their own comfortable and
familiar homes. Fortunately, our area has a lot of support
for senior citizens. Jefferson County distributes a booklet
that should be on every senior citizen’s book shelf, Senior
Resources: Olympic Peninsula. It is a directory of all the
services available to seniors on the Peninsula. You may
find copies, published yearly, at the Bay and Beach Clubs,
health care facilities, visitor’s centers, senior centers, and
businesses throughout the Olympic Peninsula. On line, the
address is guide@olypen.com. The list is long and
varied. Some services are only for people with limited
incomes but others can be accessed by anyone. A sam-
pling of services appears below.

Chores and Miscellaneous Services. Last month we
discussed the Bluebills who perform many services for
elderly clients. Catholic Community Services also is
designed to help low-income and disabled adults stay in
their homes as long as possible. Volunteers will drive
clients to the grocery store, run errands, assist with
moving, do yard work, and perform other tasks. United
Good Neighbors of Jefferson County and individual and
corporate donations fund them. To contact the Bremerton

Cosmetology. Much of the help for homebound seniors
comes from non-profit organizations, but not all of it.
There is an innovative business, Pathways of Beauty, that
brings salon services to you. Brochures with price listings
are at both Clubs.

Crisis Support and Medical Equipment Loans.
Ecumenical Christian Helping Hands Organization
(ECHHO) was founded in 1997 by Port Townsend’s First
Presbyterian Church to provide spiritual and emotional
support for people in crisis. Its purpose has expanded to
include provision of medical equipment, like wheelchairs,
walkers, and beds, as well as helping elderly and disabled
people with chores and errands. In 2005 ECHHO helped
460 people, three-fourths of them seniors.

Health Care. Olympic Community Action Program
(OlyCAP) offers medical and dental assistance or infor-
mation for those who are income eligible.

Nutrition. Meals on Wheels will bring food to persons
who are at least 60 years old and are homebound. Clients
must be unable to prepare their own meals and have no
others to provide help. There is a suggested donation of $3
per meal. Phone: 385-0385.

Tax Preparation. Tax-Aide offers help with federal
income tax returns. The service is free for middle and
low-income tax payers with a priority for people over 60.
The American Association for Retired Persons (AARP)
and the Internal Revenue Service (IRS) sponsor the
program. The service is provided at the Jefferson County
Library during tax season. For appointments, call the
library: 385-6544.

Transportation. Transportation in Port Ludlow is difficult
without a car. Using the bus system is a harrowing, all-day
affair. Dial-a-Ride in Jefferson County helps disabled
people, elderly or not. To use the service the client must
acquire a form to be completed by a doctor, certifying that
he/she cannot drive. The charge is $1 per ride.

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Will Your Generator
Start Next Time?

Some of you were lucky enough to
have a stand-by generator last
February when the power went out,
but weren’t so lucky when the
generator wouldn’t start! Non-starts
are becoming a serious problem.
Since the Gulf Coast storms hit and
refinery and offshore oil well capacity
was cut, the Federal Government has removed all restric-
tions on gasoline formulation in order to boost production.
Gasoline produced since then has a drastically reduced
shelf life.

If an attempt is made to start a generator with broken-
down gasoline in the tank, it may start and run for a few
seconds, and then die and refuse to fire again. This is
because the gasoline in the carburetor is in a confined
space away from humidity, and remains somewhat stable.
But if the gas sucked in from the tank is broken down, and
various additives have precipitated out in the form of
sludge, the jets immediately clog, and gasoline does not get
through the carburetor. Worse yet, the break-down
products attack all rubber and plastic parts in the fuel
system and turn them into mush.

To repair this situation can be expensive particularly if the
rubber and plastic parts in the fuel system are damaged,
not to mention the potential loss of not having a generator
when it is needed.

The answer to the problem is not to keep pump gas stored
in your generator! 100 Octane, leaded, non-alcohol
gasoline is available. This gas is stable, and can be stored
for months. You can safely store your generator with a
small quantity of'this gasoline in it. 100 Octane is available
from Lady Wind Gypsy on Nesses Corner Road in Port
Hadlock.

You also can keep pump gas in a separate five-gallon can
that you date with a marking pen when you fill the can.
Pour it in your car at the end of 30 days and replace it
with fresh gas. We recommend 92 Octane gas.

If you need to use the generator for several hours, pour
the pump gas into it and use it. When you no longer need
the generator, siphon out the pump gas and replace it with
the 100 Octane. Run the generator for a few minutes to

purge the pump gas from the fuel system. If you do not
use the pump gas by the end of 30 days, you can always
put it in your car and burn it! Then replace that gas with
fresh pump gas and redate the can.

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Paradise Bay Road Slated
for Improvements

Representatives of Jefferson County Public Works
discussed the proposed reconstruction of Paradise Bay
Road at Oak Bay Road at the March meeting of the Port
Ludlow Village Council (PLVC). The project, initiated 10
years ago, involves widening shoulders, creating a land-
scaped center strip to slow traffic down, and providing
turnout lanes for public transit along 3/10s of a mile of
roadway, and eventually extending to Teal Lake Road.
The plan also includes pedestrian walkways. An
architect’s rendering can be viewed in the March Joice,
at the Beach or Bay Club and the Village store. The
County is taking bids.

Members of the audience asked about turn lanes (no
room), attention to drainage issues (already done), making
the access to the South Bay Club safer (not in the plan),
lowering the speed limit (wouldn’t make any difference),
responsibility for the landscaping and trash control
(County) and lights (conduit but no lights). County repre-
sentatives maintained that there was no record of traffic
problems at the junction of Paradise Bay and Spinnaker
Place (they apparently don’t do traffic checks when
special events are held at the Bay Club). Some questioned
whether the landscaping would create a haven for the
local deer. The County engineer said that the correct plant
selection should prevent that problem from occurring.

Asked why the project was being undertaken now,
representatives replied that the funding was there. If it is
not used it will disappear. Construction will take place in
mid-May through September and will cause traffic
delays.

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Village Council News

The March monthly General Meeting of the Port Ludlow
Village Council (PLVC) was held at the Beach Club on
Thursday, March 2. Meeting highlights:

* Diana Smeland of Port Ludlow Associates (PLA)
announced a community outreach effort led by Randy
Verrue. Olympic Water and Sewer (OWSI) is raising
bi-monthly customer fees by $3.75 to cover increased
health and benefit costs for employees. The charge for
new sewer hook ups will go from $8,000 to $10,000.

e Larry Nobles, Community Development Committee
Chair, said PLA has proposed dividing the Conference
Center property into two separate sections—one
containing the building and parking, the other adjacent to
the Bay. He also reported that Bert Loomis had peti-
tioned the Western Washington Growth Management
Hearing Board for a declaratory ruling on whether the
Port Ludlow Master Planned Resort (MPR) is still a
valid concept. Interventions may be filed on the issue.

* The Friday Market will open the first week in May.
Fees for vendors are increased but are tax-deductible.
The Market needs a volunteer publicity person.

* Marge Carter, Trails Co-Chair, reported Grant Sharp
Memorial Funds would be used on the Interpretive Trail
and a memorial for him created. Volunteers have been
cleaning up trail damage caused by recent storms.
While PLA will not fund trails as in the past, they will
still fund the completion of the Interpretative Trail
signage. Both the Ludlow Maintenance Commission
(LMC) and South Bay Community Association (SBCA)
have contributed $1,000 each. Kitsap Bank paid for the
production of trail maps. The Carters are seeking
someone to take over the chairmanship of the Commit-
tee.

e Lee Amundson has been appointed Acting Chair of the
Utilities Committee, replacing Phil Otness. The Com-
mittee continues to study the possibility of forming a
Local Improvement District (LID) for sewer and water.
Residents would still pay Public Utility District (PUD)
taxes, even if a LID was formed.

* Jim Brannaman, Co-chair of the Ludlow Bay Resort
Committee, announced the continuation of the hearing
on the Resort is postponed until Tuesday, April 4,
10:00 a.m., in the Wheeler Theater at Fort Worden.
Letters will be accepted until that date.

e Marilyn Durand reported the Port Ludlow Funfest...on
the Bay would be Thursday, September 14, though
Sunday, September 17. Volunteers are needed. A golf
tournament and a hydrofoil race on the pond are
planned.

* The PLVC voted to deny annual funding of $2,400 for
the publication of the Voice. The Council has not
produced a budget for 2006.

Regular monthly meetings of the PLVC are held on the
first Thursday of each month, and will be held Thursday,
April 6, at the Bay Club and Thursday, May 4, at the
Beach Club. Monthly workshop meetings of the Council
are scheduled on the third Tuesday of each month and
will be held Tuesday, April 18, at the Beach Club and
Tuesday, May 16, at the Bay Club. Both classes of
meetings are open to all community residents and begin at
9:00 a.m.

Every regular monthly Council meeting includes agenda
time for public input or comment, with each speaker
limited to a nominal two minutes. Residents with topics or
issues requiring additional time can request/recommend
agenda topics through any Council member, or via e-mail
to tstone(@cablespeed.com.

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From the Jefferson County
Administrator’s Desk

Greetings to all of you in the Port Ludlow area. I hope this
finds you happy and healthy as we move into the spring
season. As always, there are many things going on in
Jefferson County, but I’d like to highlight a few here.
Each one of these topics could be expanded into a full
article on its own!

You may already know that the Ludlow Bay Village
hearing was postponed to Tuesday, April 4. It will be
held at 10:00 a.m. in the Wheeler Theater at Fort Worden
State Park. This is a continuation from the public hearing
held in January on the Resort and Marina development.
During the interim, [ understand that Port Ludlow Associ-
ates (PLA) has been engaging the community, looking for
creative solutions, other ideas or alternatives. The County
remains hopeful that a solution to these ongoing discus-
sions could end in a positive solution that has community
support. The hearing will provide for a public comment
period.

On March 3, the County received a request from PLA
proposing an amendment to the Development Agreement.
This amendment would provide a basis to approve the
Trendwest/Ludlow Cove project. In order for the Devel-
opment Agreement to be amended, it has to be mutually
agreeable to both Jefferson County and PLA. The County
now has it under consideration. There will be an opportu-
nity for public comment before any decisions are made
and the amendment proposal will have a public hearing.

Jefferson County and the City of Port Townsend have
partnered to conduct a Comprehensive Housing Needs
Assessment. Beckwith Consulting Group was hired to
develop strategies that may be implemented by the two
governments, local housing providers, non-profits and
private entities. A Housing Needs Assessment Advisory
Group has been created to form a plan to retain and
promote affordable housing. This includes determining
housing/employment activity and capacity, conducting
surveys with builders, brokers, lenders and sponsor
groups, and then reviewing the demand and needs with
the Advisory Group. To find out more, the public is invited
to an Open House Tuesday, April 25, 6:00-9:00 p.m. at
the Bay Club. Refreshments will be served and all are
welcome.

One of the treasures of Jefferson County is its shoreline.
Under revised guidelines adopted by the State Department
of Ecology in 2003, Jefferson County is working the first
comprehensive update of the Shoreline Master Program
(SMP) since 1989. The SMP sets up goals, policies and
regulations that affect land use and development near
marine waters as well as the larger streams, rivers and
lakes in the county. Shoreline management policies have
an impact on many of you in Port Ludlow by protecting
the shoreline environment, establishing preference for
water-dependent and water-related uses, and promoting
public access. Jefferson County is scheduled to submit an
update of its SMP to the Department of Ecology by June
30,2007. There will be opportunities for public input with
open houses and public forums over the next 18 months of
the project. A multi-day charrette is planned for October
2006, with more details to come closer to the event.

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The Special Flower
of Our Place, Part Il

A month ago, | wrote here about the superb quiet we all
enjoy in Port Ludlow. This month, I should like to point out
one of our other blessings: the native wildlife of the area.

Living next, as we do, to all these woodlands, we have an
abundance of rodents and problem animals: big eared field
mice, chipmunks, woodland rats of good size, squirrels and
raccoons, the masked bandits. All of these should not be
fed as they can quickly become quite destructive and
damage the house or garden. But I do enjoy looking at
them and I guess they have their place here; it was their
home for millions of years.

Our birds are most beautiful and [ would imagine rival any
birds in the world. Just a few of them are Oregon dark-
eyed juncos, black-capped chickadees, nuthatches,
sparrows of all types, finches, evening grosbeaks, Ameri-
can goldfinches, towhees, larks, hummingbirds, and our
majestic raptors—unseen owls who prowl by night, small
kestrels who swoop on my deck by day and lordly buz-
zards, hawks, and, of course, the king of birds, the Ameri-
can bald eagle.

We shouldn’t overlook all the migratory ducks and geese,
seagulls and swans as well as shorebirds, crows and
Steller’s jays. The list goes on and on. How lucky we are
to have them. I used to feed the birds but then I discov-
ered it attracted rodents and other vermin so I quit.

But I do keep a nice tray of water for them and practi-
cally all my feathered friends stop now and again for a
little drink.

One day, my granddaughter was visiting and a kestrel
snatched a small bird from mid-air over our deck. She
cried so it was time for gramps to explain that such things
were natural and normal and that the hawk was hungry or
maybe had babies to feed.

She said that she liked kestrels but she didn’t like how
they killed things. I told her that I was proud of her for still
liking the bird and said that all in nature was not as
beautiful as we might like. But kestrels did need to eat.
She agreed.

We have our larger animals: deer, foxes, coyotes, bobcats,
cougars and such. We even have the odd black bear
reported every few years.

On Swansonville Road one night, | saw a large bobcat
cross the road with a rat or something in its mouth. I got a
good look at him and he was glorious. A big male, I
imagine he might have weighed thirty pounds or more.
And then, just a few months back, at the same spot, I saw
what I thought to be a female. She just crouched by the
roadside, and my wife and I got a good look—very
gorgeous markings, indeed. She was not more than ten
feet away. And for a little while we studied each other. |
don’t know what she thought about me, but I greatly
approved of her.

Oh, I’ve got a lot of stories but space is limited. Yet, |
must mention the enormous buck and his three girlfriends
that got in my front yard one year, opening day of deer
season. He was the largest coastal deer I have ever seen,
and his antlers were record class. What a sight!

And then, almost every fall, huge flocks of speckled belly
geese come by high overhead and they honk down to me
as they pass. If no one is looking, I wave back.

Gosh, but I love this place!

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Danger! Staying Safe
in the Garden, Part |

Well meaning people frequently introduce me as a “Mas-
ter Gardener.” I am flattered, but quickly clarify that a
true Master Gardener has completed an intensive course
in basic botany, pest management, soil science, plant
pathology, passed a test, plus contributed 100 hours, over
two years, to specific projects. Washington State was the
first to implement the Master Gardeners Program, and it is
well attended in Jefferson County.

I tell you this because Sharon Commander, State Trea-
surer for Master Gardeners, has shared with me the dos
and don’ts of a class she teaches on Garden Safety.

Typically we think of our gardens as a peaceful, passive
place without danger. Wrong! Not too long ago Michael
Cahn was standing in his garden, in his running shoes,
chatting with his wife Hilda, and the next thing he knew
he had a cast on his leg. The safest shoe for gardening
protects the entire foot. The best boots are those with a
steel toe or a steel shank to protect the bottom of the foot,
plus provide comfort and safety when shoveling.

When applying chemicals, high top rubber boots offer the
most protection; they prevent the absorption of most
chemicals, and any chemical dusts or oily residues that
stick to the boots can be rinsed away with a blast of water
from your garden hose. If you must wear sandals, do so
only on flat ground when you are picking flowers or
vegetables, or perhaps sowing seeds in an already dug
trench.

In addition to wearing boots, when you are applying
chemicals, it is best to also wear long sleeves, long pants,
and rubber gloves. After dusting or spraying, wash all of
your clothes to get rid of any chemical residue. This
includes rinsing your boots and gloves.

Gloves are a must. They protect hands from cuts, splin-
ters, blisters, and burns. Leather is a good choice because
it is flexible and rugged, but when mixing chemicals, wear
chemical-resistant gloves made of nitrate or neoprene,
that prevents absorption of all kinds of chemicals.

On your head you need more than your straw hat. The
ears need protection from noisy power equipment that can
damage hearing. Basic earplugs can prevent hearing loss
when you are operating a mower, blower or other noisy
equipment. Inexpensive goggles will protect the eyes from

a number of different hazards. If you wear eyeglasses
look for goggles that fit comfortably over them. Don’t
forget your nose, which leads to your lungs. When per-
forming tasks that create a lot of dust, an inexpensive dust
mask will protect the lungs and nasal passages reasonably
well. However, when applying garden chemicals in dust or
liquid form, the masks don’t offer much protection. It is
best to avoid dusting or spraying on windy days.

Unless you have a Herculean back, you probably kneel
before your weeds, and kneepads will give you both
comfort and protection. Remember to use your legs
instead of your back when lifting heavy objects. Take
water with you and drink plenty of'it. Also frequent breaks
are important: a minimum of ten minutes for every two
hours you have worked. Always take time to smell the
roses, and try out that garden bench.

LMC Board of Trustees
Meet in March

Bruce Schmitz, President of the Ludlow Maintenance
Commission (LMC) Board of Trustees, announced at the
March Board meeting that efforts to raise money for
Beach Club remodel through the sale of LMC reserve
property were terminated on February 28. Over 69
percent of the 433 members who returned a survey
presenting funding options favored selling portions of
reserve property that were deemed suitable for building.
However, after subsequent investigation of County
requirements and developer agreements, the Board found
that serious impediments made sale of the property
unfeasible.

Almost a year from the date of the fire in the Beach Club
women’s dressing room, the room was declared finished.
Well, almost. Recent shipments of mirrors arrived dam-
aged and must be replaced, but at least lockers and cubby
boxes are now installed. Teddy Clark, Chair of Opera-
tions, reported that no lockers will be assigned to specific
individuals. Any padlocks left on lockers will be cut off if,
after a warning, they are not removed. The long-awaited
open house for the new dressing room might occur briefly
on the day of the annual meeting on Saturday, April 15.
The men’s locker room showers will be repaired during
March.

General Manager Brian Belmont requested three approv-
als for funds from the Board:

* A bid was accepted for repainting the exterior of the
Beach Club.

* Funds were also approved for repairs to the outdoor
pool propane boiler that will be plumbed in series with a
new heat pump, also approved, to heat the locker
rooms.

* Also accepted was a new RV Storage Rental Agree-
ment. The two computers approved last month have
been installed, networked and are now fully operational
for business use.

Port Ludlow Associates (PLA) signed a facilities agree-
ment allowing renters of five units in the Admiralty
condominiums to use Beach Club facilities. PLA, manag-
ers of the rentals, paid a yearly contract member fee for
each unit.

According to Finance Committee Chair, Bruce Pyles,
most annual assessments have been paid. Late fees will
now apply to any unpaid balances. The fourth quarter
audit for 2005 conducted by the Committee showed
records and finances to be in order.

Veronica Ryan, Architectural Control Committee (ACC)
Chair, announced that ACC approved 16 requests during
the past month including four new houses, one addition,
seven tree removals, two fences, one revision to a new
house design and one new roof. Currently 17 requests are
pending. The year promises to be the busiest yet for new
home applications.

Recent high winds reminded owners to carefully check
trees that could be hazardous to homes. In two instances
during the past month, owners of undeveloped lots re-
sponded immediately to notification, ordered removal of
reported trees and spared neighboring homes possible
damage. These were, indeed, good neighbors! A reminder
to all property owners: don’t let dangerous trees go
unreported.

Trees and views continue to be areas of responsibility for
the Architectural Control, Operations and Greenbelt
Committees. Many neighbors work cooperatively to seek

amicable solutions. One case of cooperative spirit oc-
curred when newcomers to the community contacted the
Operations Committee to find out what their responsibili-
ties were with regard to trees.

Ron Garton, Chair of the Greenbelt Committee (GBC),
announced that 148 cases have been considered by his
Committee this year including requests to trim or cut trees,
greenbelt violations and easements through the greenbelt.
Only 33 cases are now active and most of those involve
monitoring for completion. GBC plans for spring include
some cleanup of dead and downed trees in the greenbelt
areas, and a determination of responsibilities for trail
maintenance. The Committee would welcome new
members.

Doris Monte, standing in for Mike Porter, Chair of the
Port Ludlow Village Council (PLVC) Trails Committee,
spoke briefly about the need for LMC and the Port
Ludlow Drainage District (PLDD) to work in concert
with the Trails Committee to address problems on the
lower Rainier loop trail.

Catherine Garrison, Chair of Covenants and Regulations
(CRC), reported that her Committee has been working
with the GBC to assure that policy set by that Committee
was consistent with governing documents. As instructed
by the LMC Board, CRC will also address regulations
pertaining to commercial use of property. Another task
undertaken by CRC is better definition and clarification of
the often-interchanged words: reserve property, common
property and greenbelts.

Communications Chair Sally Orsborn announced that the
next LMC LOG, the newsletter that addresses corporation
business, would be mailed to members following the
annual meeting. Trustees and committee chairs were
asked to submit articles to her by Tuesday, April 4.
Members wishing to view the newsletter online can send
a message to beachclub@olympus.net. All past copies of
the LOG are now on the /mcbeachclub.com website.

The next regular meeting of the LMC Board of Trustees
takes place on Saturday, April 8, at 9:00 a.m. The LMC

March Board Report and Commentary:

Thirty members representing different South Bay Villages
attended our meeting. Attendees were given an opportu-
nity to make a statement or comment and four residents
took advantage of the opportunity to be heard. Majority of
the statements dealt with the lack of emergency generator
power at the Bay Club. Below are the highlights.

Financial:

Latest financial information is posted on the SBCA
website at ww.plvc.org/sbca.htm and in the Architectural
Review Committee (ARC) office in the Bay Club. Last
month’s Income Statement showed total revenues of
$41,000 and total operating expenses of $31,000. The
Treasurer pointed out that the revenue includes the
initiation assessments from five new associate members.

Board of Director Reports:

Tom Stone debriefed the March Port Ludlow Village
Council (PLVC) General Meeting. The attendance and
briefing by Puget Sound Energy concerning our February
power outage and Jefferson County Public Works con-
cerning the new (and soon-to-be-realized) Paradise Road
widening project were appreciated.

Membership and Operations Report:

Mike Morgan reported that we gained one new member
resulting in a current membership total of 520 households
(including 18 of the 25 allowed Associate Memberships).

Mike Morgan
also reported that a spa heater was replaced in the Bay

Pavlo is a composer, a guitarist, a singer and a recording
artist.

Developer’s Report

by Diana Smeland, PLA Vice President/
Chief Financial Officer and Acting President

Over the last few months I have had the opportunity to
meet with some of the community committees, clubs and
associations. It has been helpful to hear your concerns
and thoughts for the future of Port Ludlow, as well as it is
encouraging to work with community members who are
interested in procuring the best future direction for Port
Ludlow. I look forward to meeting with other groups and
citizens and receiving their feedback and concerns about
Port Ludlow’s future. Randy Verrue is in Port Ludlow
around the third and fourth week of each month, and he
and [ are committed to an outreach program with the
community. If you’re interested in meeting with him,
please call me directly at 437-8342 or send me e-mail at
dsmeland@portludlowassociates.com.

Q 1:  Developers conduct focus groups but the end
results for the project don’t seem to reflect the results of
the focus groups. Were the results of the focus groups
provided to the participants following their participation?

A1:  Our most recent focus group was for feedback
and community-driven direction for our two restaurants,
The Fireside and the Harbormaster. We reviewed the
feedback and have begun to incorporate some of it.

Starting with The Fireside, we’ve added an expanded
Light Affair menu, expanded entrée selections, a nightly
Seafood Special, and a menu with a range of prices.
These changes have been in place for a few months, and
have received a positive reception.

In late March we rolled out the new menu at the
Harbormaster, with a focus on having a variety of selec-
tions. The implementation of the results was delayed
because of having to hire a new General Manager and
Executive Chef. However, once we had those positions
filled, we sent a letter summarizing the results to all of the
participants in the focus group. Additionally, we invited all
of the community to an open house of The Inn and The
Fireside in appreciation for their input either in person or
by survey. We received many kind words regarding the
food and the remodel of The Inn, and look forward to
more feedback so that we may continually be able to
better meet the needs and desires of the community at
large.

Q 2:  With the exception of a few serious missteps (the
Resort Plan, the unsafe Ludlow Bay Village), PLA’s right
to develop its remaining properties is acknowledged and
supported by the vast majority of Port Ludlow residents.
So why punish the majority by withholding development of
promised community enhancements (Golf Course Club-
house, Marina expansion) in response to a handful of
dissidents?

A2: The perception I am hearing is that PLA has
made a ton of money and we have not completed the
above enhancements. When PLA purchased the property
in 2001, the existing amenities were in dire need of
maintenance. Our focus was to improve and raise the
standard of maintenance for the existing facilities; with
that focus we have improved the Golf Course through
sanding programs, tree thinning, necessary equipment
purchases to better maintain the course, and repairs to
drainage and irrigation lines totaling an estimated $1.5
million in the last five years. These improvements have
made a difference in the playability of the Course year
round, as well as being ranked No. 4 in the State by Golf
Week magazine.

The Marina had a ten-year maintenance plan that had
been ignored. The major maintenance that PLA has
completed is the electrical on A dock and rebuilding the
whaler boards, essentially rebuilding the existing docks.
The program started on C and all of E docks, and we are
hopeful that we can continue the rebuild on D docks this
year. Thus far, an estimated $.8 million has been put into
the Marina just to maintain it.

The Harbormaster and The Fireside went through signifi-
cant remodels, as well as the Harbormaster requires
general repair and maintenance to keep up the aging
building, resulting in an estimated $500,000 applied to the
restaurants alone.

Our intention is not to punish the majority by withholding
new or expanded enhancements—we are consistently
maintaining and improving the existing amenities and that
takes a considerable amount of money. The residential
home building program is necessary to produce the kind of
money needed for the capital improvements to occur. We
would love to start and are ready to start on the new Golf
Course Clubhouse. The construction plans are ready to be
submitted to the County for building approval, but without

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a clear homebuilding program in our near future, a bank
will not lend money for the project not knowing from
where the repayments for the loans would come. As it is
today, the Golf Course would not be able to support the
payments of a $3.5 million plus interest loan.

Q 3: Has Trendwest decided what they will do now
that the zoning of the area by the Village has become an
issue? Is there any chance they will build by the Marina
and condos?

A 3: PLA has filed an amendment to the Development
Agreement with the County. The amendment does not
change the cap of 2,250 residential homes. However, it
does reduce the number of allowable units from 16 per
acre to 9 per acre on Tract E, known as Ludlow Cove II.
This would allow Trendwest to only build the 120 units on
the site. The amendment also asks for timeshare structure
and uses on Tract E. At this time Trendwest is not inter-
ested in any other building site.

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Water Main Flushing

Olympic Water and Sewer (OWSI) will be conducting
annual water main flushing for the Port Ludlow Master
Planned Resort (MPR) area beginning the week of
Monday, April 10, and lasting until approximately
Friday, June 16.The crews will flush the mains using fire
hydrants on Monday through Friday between the hours
of 8:00 a.m. and 3:00 p.m.

This program is designed to flush away minerals that are
left behind by the water. The lines need to be flushed
periodically to prevent buildup and to prevent problems to
the system.

The flushing may cause a harmless and temporary change
in the appearance of the water. The changes are generally
in color, ranging from brownish to black in extreme cases.
The discolored water might appear not only in the tap but
also in hot water tanks and toilet tanks. In most cases
running your tap for a few minutes will eliminate the
discoloration. It is a temporary condition and the water
should quickly return to normal. There are no health issues
associated with the discoloration.

Please call OWSI at 437-2101 should you have any
questions about this notification or if you experience
difficulties with your water returning to normal.

July Bills Will Reflect
Increase in Sewer Rates

Olympic Water and Sewer Company (OWSI) bi-monthly
bills for residential water and sewer for the May/June
period will reflect an increase in flat-rate sewer rates
from $70.25 to $74.00. This approximately 5.3 percent
increase is the first in ten years.

Diana Smeland, Vice President and Chief Financial
Officer of Port Ludlow Associates, cites OWSI’s in-
creased operating costs, including fuel costs, employee
health costs, insurance costs and expenses to complete
the infrastructure capital improvements necessary to
maintain and improve the sewer assets.

One of the important improvements includes an updated
telemetry system that monitors the plant and pump
stations. During the February power outage, the system
alerted the on-call technician so the pumps could be
monitored or manually started to ensure service. Another
improvement was the refurbishment of Lift station No. 2,

which extended the life and allowed for no break in
service. Also, a third aeration basin to expand the plant to
accommodate total Port Ludlow build out; and, more
recently, a new sewer lift station on Paradise Bay Road
were added.

Smeland says the company is making every effort to
provide excellent service at an efficient price. She notes
the State of Washington has recognized OWSI consis-
tently over the years by awarding it the Outstanding
Waste Water Treatment Award.

How Did We Do?

We did some things right and we did some things wrong.
At the March monthly meeting of the Port Ludlow Village
Council (PLVC), Fire District #3 Chief Ed Wilkerson
talked about the right things. He commended residents for
“hunkering down” during the recent wind storm. They
stayed home and bundled up. He suggested that people
should prepare to be self-sufficient for two weeks in the
event of disaster. The previously recommended period of
planned self-sufficiency was three days.

Phil Norwine, Emergency Preparedness and Public Safety
Committee Chair, talked about the wrong things. He said
that the emergency processes devised by the Committee
failed during the windstorm. Comparing himselfto
“Brownie” of Katrina fame, he listed failures in communi-
cation with block captains and Jefferson County, insuffi-
cient supply recommendations, lack of adequate spaces
for possible displaced people, and lack of neighborhood
profiling. Block captains did not use their radios as
planned. Neither the Beach nor the Bay Club had an
emergency heat source and would have been very
uncomfortable housing for displaced persons. The loca-
tions of people with special requirements were essentially
unknown.

As a result of the unplanned test run, Norwine and his
Committee have developed ideas for improving disaster
response. He suggested that lists of people with special
needs should be developed for emergency personnel. The
Clubs should be encouraged to acquire better emergency
power sources at their locations. The Committee also
plans to buy identity vests for the captains. The vests will
help identify persons in charge of help from those that are
in need of it.

No Wake, It’s the Law!
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Courtesy Vessel Safety Checks

Is everything “up-to-snuff” on your boat? The marine
environment is such that winter-time corrosion, mold and
other factors tend to make equipment fail. With the best of
intentions, many of us are surprised to find running lights
that do not go on when the switch is thrown, windlasses
that will not turn, flares that are outdated, etc. A good way
to be assured that all the basic safety equipment functions
is to enlist the help of a volunteer U.S. Coast Guard
Auxiliary (USCG) Vessel Examiner.

Each year trained vessel examiners of the Port Ludlow
USCG Auxiliary flotilla offer and promote a voluntary
Vessel Safety Check (VSC) for each boat. This consists
of a friendly inspection of the boat, alongside the owner, to
make sure that safety features and equipment comply
with State and Federal law and Coast Guard recommen-
dations. It offers an opportunity to discuss a variety of
boating safety issues, some of which might be specific to
that boat. A vessel found to be in compliance with all
requirements is awarded a VSC Decal. Display of the
decal encourages other boat owners to meet the same
level of responsible boating safety. Most likely, should you
be stopped by a Coast Guard patrol on the water and you
point out that you have already had an inspection, the visit
will be brief and your delay minimal.

It should be noted that Auxiliary Vessel Examiners operate
under a strict code that allows them to report findings to
the owner or operator alone. Non-compliance with
regulations or even a breach of law is pointed out to the
owner but no other agency or government office receives
a report. The entire purpose is to make the boater aware
of any deficiency which might endanger his boat and
passengers.
